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BART Status

e Two facilities were identified as being
subject to BART, Chevron Refinery and
Mississippi Phosphates

e Chevron meets the BART requirements
with consent decree

e Mississippl Phosphates will likely need
further reductions.



Reasonable Progress Goals

e One facility, DuPont, was identified as
needing SO2 reductions from boilers
based on emissions and proximity to
Breton.

e Still determining the amount of
reduction, most likely will need to
switch to a lower sulfur coal.



Current Status

e SIP submitted to EPA on 22 September
2008

e Supplemental SIP will need to be
submitted in a year to address
Mississippi Phosphates and DuPont
determinations.



Lead

e Mississippi last monitored for lead In
1995.

e New regulations require lead to be
monitored Iin the Jackson Metro Area
starting 1 January 2011.

e At this time, Mississippi has no lead
sources emitting 1 tpy or more, so no
monitoring near lead sources will be
required.
